	INTRODUCTION
MMH Promoter Introduces him or herself, participants introduce themselves,

Icebreaker exercise
	Instruction: You will first have to gather fathers in a location where they can conveniently sit down for a discussion. Ensure that all COVID-19 safety/preventive measures are followed by staff and participants
. 
Promoter: “Good morning/afternoon everyone and welcome. Thank you for taking the time out of your busy day to join us today. My name is _________ and I am a volunteer for Oxfam (or name of your organization). Oxfam is working.... say a little about Oxfam’s work in your context”. 
We will be meeting often over these next 6 weeks or more – during this time I will be sharing with you the story of a mum, dad, a daughter and the rest of the family. Highlight is on fathers/carers, but it has very good roles that different members of the family can play. Especially in using our hands for productive things. Essentially everyone can have magic hands.

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	Hand washing assessment Promoter asks participants questions on hand washing with soap practice


	Instruction: Set up the 2 boxes in a discreet place where people can vote anonymously. Put the boxes behind a curtain or in an appropriate place hidden away from the group so that they are not seen depositing their votes. You will use this in an exercise following the questions. 
Promoter: “Please answer the questions I’m about to ask you as best as you can and remember - there are no wrong answers!”
QUESTIONS
1. Is hand washing something people in the community practice regularly? Why or why not? 

2. When do people in the community tend to wash their hands?  

3. What do people in the community use for hand washing? (e.g. type of container, etc.)

4. When do people tend to use soap for hand washing? 

5. Are there any times when soap is not used? Why?

6. When do you think are the most important times to wash hands with soap throughout the day? 

7. What was the hand washing with soap practice like before the emergency (COVID-19)? How has it changed? 

8. Have there been any cases of diarrhoea in your household in the past 2 weeks? If yes, what age group was affected?
9. Have there been any case of COVID-19 in your household? If yes which age group was affected

10. Is there any change in handwashing practices after COVID-19. If Yes what are the reasons? 
Promoter: “Thanks for your responses. You really helped me to understand hand washing with soap practice in your community. We would like to do one more simple exercise with you and then we will move on to the exciting part of the session!”
Instruction: Distribute one ballot to each father. 

Promoter: “In (place x), we have set up 2 boxes, one blue one and one black. Let’s call the blue box the ‘hand washing with soap box for 20 seconds’ and the black one, the ‘non hand washing with soap box’.  

PART 1: Now I’d like you to think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly before eating, please place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly before eating, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 

PART 2: Again, think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly after using the toilet please place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly after using the toilet, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 
PART 3: Again, think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly before feeding babies or young children please place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly before feeding babies or young children, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 

PART 4: Again, think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly before preparing food place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly before preparing food, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 

PART 5: Again, think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly after cleaning child faeces please place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly after cleaning child faeces, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 
Part 6: Again, think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly after coughing/sneezing in hands please place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly after coughing/sneezing in hands, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 
Part 7: Again, think about other fathers in your community. For those of you who think other fathers are washing their hands with soap regularly after coming from outside or coming indoors  please place your ballot in the blue box or the ‘hand washing with soap box’. For those of you who think that other fathers in your community are not washing their hands with soap regularly after coming from outside or coming indoors, please place your ballot in the black box or the ‘non hand washing with soap box’. 
Instruction: Tell the participants that we will revisit this later in the session but that now it is time to hear a story about mum, dad, a daughter and the rest of the family.

	Magic Hands Storyboard
Promoter narrates the story from the A4 images beginning with page 1. 


	Promoter: “Gather around & carefully watch & listen. I am going to tell you a story. A story of a magical mum and her magical hands told through the eyes of her daughter“.
· Ask fathers to listen carefully to the story  and ensure that they can all see the storyboard yet maintaining 2m distance apart
· Go through the story beginning with Page 1 up to the end
· Ask fathers questions about the story. 
NB – Where physical distancing is not possible due to high community transmission of COVID-19, use Mums Magic Hands video either by projecting it to the audience or facilitating viewing it through social media platform on their phones or other available electronics
Discussion Points 
Questions to fathers:
Now let’s talk about the story you just heard. 

Q: What are your initial thoughts about the story? 

Q: What about the daughter and the activities she does through the day? 

Q: How does the girl’s day start? (A: With her mum’s magic hands waking her up. Sometimes even tickling her awake.)  

Q: What does she do after she wakes up? (A: She uses the toilet.)

Q: What does her mum remind her to do after using the toilet? (A: She reminds her to wash hands with soap and water.)

Q: What does she do next? (A: She goes for her bath and her father bathes her with soap while reminding her of important hygiene practices such as cutting nails, combing hair and brushing teeth.)

Q: Why are these things important? (A: They will help her to grow up to be successful and respectable.)

Q: What does she do after her bath? (A: She eats a meal.)

Q: What does her father remind her to do before eating her meal? (A: Wash hands with soap and water. Then they do it together and she persuades her father to feed her with her magic hands.)

Q: What happens when the father and daughter walk back from the distribution? (A: Other fathers and community members admire how clean and neat the girl looks.)

Q: What does the girl do next once she returns home? 

(A: Practices her reading.)

Q: What does she do after she comes back from playing? 

(A: Washes hands with soap before eating a meal.) 

Q: How does the father remind the daughter of the most important occasions for hand washing with soap?

(A: Two fingers, two occasions; before contact with food and after contact with faeces.)

Q: What eventually happened to the girl in the story?

(A: She grew up to become a successful doctor.)

Q: After becoming a doctor what does she explain about current situation of COVID-19?

Q: What does the doctor explain about signs, symptoms and prevention of COVID-19. 

Promoter: “Thanks for sharing your thoughts on the daughter in the story and how her father’s magic hands helped her to become a successful, well-respected woman in the community. Now, let’s talk a little bit about some of the key messages of the story”.
Q: Are hands that look clean actually clean? (A: No, hands can have invisible germs)

Q: Is water alone enough? Why should we wash hands with soap for 20 seconds? (A: Only soap removes disease causing germs if we use it for 20 seconds)

Q: What are the 4 occasions for hand washing with soap? (A: 1. Before contact with food refer to frame 8, 2. After contact with faeces refer to frame 5, after coughing/sneezing in hands refer frame??, before entering home/indoor refer to frame??). 

Do you see a role for fathers in practicing and promoting hygiene?

What about in doing care work in the family?
Promoter: “Let’s talk more about those 4 occasions”. (Show image of 4 fingers, 4 key occasions). “When we say we must wash our hands with soap before handling food, which times throughout the day fall under this?”
Instruction: Probe for before preparing food, before feeding children/ breastfeeding.  (You can use Frame 8: Eating, feeding and HWWS and Frame 11: Cooking and HWWS as prompts).
Promoter: “Now what about hand washing with soap after handling faeces? Which other times throughout the day would fall under this?” “Think about all the times we handle faeces - and it might not just be our own faeces!”
Instruction: Probe for hand washing with soap after cleaning a child’s diaper or bum after a poo, after handling animal faeces, etc. 

Promoter: What do you think about this mum, what roles do you think fathers can play to? 
Promoter: What is the moral of the story?

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	ONLY ONE OF THE FOLLOWING EXERCISES WILL BE CONDUCTED BASED ON LOCALLY AVAILABLE MATERIALS 
(1. Glo Germ OR 2. Coloured powder)
Note: The following exercise will also be used to observe hand washing practice (whether fathers are in the habit of washing hands correctly*).

*CORRECT HANDWASHING MEANS: Cover wet hands with soap; scrub front and back of hands, between the fingers and under the fingernails, for at least 20 seconds; rinse well.

	Glo Germ
NB – This method should not be used if there is active transmission of COVID-19 in the community has it requires a lot of interactions, rathe use coloured powder exercise or avoid close contacts or wear mask and maintain physical distancing as much as possible.

	Instructions:
1. Ensure soap and bucket of water are ready before beginning exercise, ensure all dads can view the exercise clearly.

2. Ask 2 volunteers to apply Glo-germ powder on their palms.

3. Facilitator: Ask the group if the volunteers’ hands look clean.

4. Ask one to wash with water only and the other one to wash with water and soap. 
Note: Observe if fathers are washing hands correctly* and make note as this will be part of assessment data. 

5. Ask both dads to show their hands in regular light. Once again ask group if hands are clean? Which hands look clean?

6. Move to an area that is relatively dark (preferably indoors) and shine the UV light on their hands and ask other dads to come close to see their palms.

7. The powder should only be seen for the dad who washed with water only but not for the dad who washed with soap and water unless they did not wash their hands correctly.
What did this demonstration show? What did you learn from it? 
Dad who washed with water only: “After washing with water only the hands looked clean, but under the UV light you can see the powder.  Germs are like this. Germs are invisible but just because you can’t see them, it does not mean your hands are clean. Washing hands with water alone cannot remove germs. Think about the scene where the father reminds the child to wash her hands with soap after using the toilet and the image of the germs on the girl’s hands which make her sick. This exercise is intended to show you that those invisible germs really exist”
Dad who washed with soap and water: “After washing with soap, the hands were clean even under the special UV light. Only washing hands with soap and water can remove germs.” 
Note: If the powder is still visible on the hands that were washed with soap and water, it is a good time to emphasize correct* hand washing practice. Have a father demonstrate correct hand washing practice (*wet hands, take soap and make a good lather, rub hands together back and front up to the wrists and clean under the nail bed for at least 10-15 seconds, air dry). Use this opportunity to review the steps of hand washing referring to the hand washing steps instruction poster.

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	Coloured powder
	Instructions:
1. Ensure soap and bucket of water are ready before beginning exercise, ensure all dads can view the exercise clearly but maintaining physical distancing.

2. Ask 2 volunteers to apply coloured powder on their palms.

3. Ask the group if the volunteers’ hands are clean.

4. Ask one to wash with water only and the other person to wash with water and soap. 
Note: Observe if fathers are washing hands correctly* and make note as this will be part of assessment data. 

5. Ask dads to show their hands after washing them. Once again ask group if hands are clean? Which hands look clean?

6. The powder should only be seen for the dad who washed with water only but NOT for the dad who washed with soap and water.

What did this demonstration show? What did you learn from it? 

Promoter:

Dad who washed with water only: “After washing with water only the hands still did not look clean.  Germs are like this. They cannot be washed off with water alone and will continue to stick to your hands. Washing hands with water alone cannot remove germs.” Think about the scene where the father reminds the child to wash her hands with soap after using the toilet and the image of the germs on the girl’s hands which make her sick. This exercise is intended to show you that those invisible germs really exist”.
Dad who washed with soap and water: “After washing with soap, the hands were clean and had no colour left on them. Only washing hands with soap and water can remove germs.”
Note: If the powder is still visible on the hands that were washed with soap and water, it is a good time to emphasize correct* hand washing practice. 

Have a father demonstrate correct hand washing practice (*wet hands, take soap and make a good lather, rub hands together back and front up to the wrists and clean under the nail bed for at least 10-15 seconds, air dry). Use this opportunity to review the steps of hand washing referring to the hand washing steps instruction poster.
	Resources

Soap and water

Coloured powder (e.g. turmeric powder, coloured chalk powder etc.)
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	Dad’s magic hands exercise
	Instruction: Show participants images of dad helping out at home and practicing good hygiene
Promoter: In COVID – 19 times it is important that men take extra measures to help keep their family safe. 

Recap with the fathers key lessons from the story and also the coloured powder exercise, ask them if they think their hands could be magical as well and in what ways can they be magical. Also prompt them on how they can help to take extra measures to keep their family safe. 

Show the group the 4 magic Dad’s cards and facilitate discussion on how their hands can be magical too both in respect of hygiene and domestic activities. Document action plans from the meeting, agree on who will do what and help them make commitments that you will follow up with them regularly.

	Promoter: “Now that we have seen how germs can be so sticky and understand the importance of using soap at key times through the day, we need to find a way to remember to practice it. But because there are so many things we need to do every day, sometimes it can be challenging for us to remember this.  How then do we get magic in our hands? (Answer: by using soap and keeping them clean). 

How do we remind ourselves about handwashing….Any ideas?”
Promoter: “Here is an idea! Beautiful stickers to remind you of this in your home every day. What does this sticker show? Mums’ hands and other family members hands can become magical once she cleans and purifies them using soap and water before handling food, after handling faeces, after coughing/sneezing in hands and before entering house/indoor. It also shows key COVID-19 preventive measures. Just as the father in the story teaches her daughter, you can teach your children so they will grow up to be healthy, strong and successful. Where do you think you would put these? Where in the household would you and your family need special reminders? Where will you put it? And you?  (Probe for key locations near toilet, handwashing, cooking and eating/feeding locations).
Instruction: Hand out 4 stickers to each father.
	Resources

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	Men’s role Play Contest
	Promoter: “Now that we have all made commitment in relation to keeping safe, keeping our families safe and using our hands for productive activities can you think about how you will act your new commitment in form of a role play with focus on key times for handwashing with soap and practicing and promoting COVID-19 prevention at household and community level. Different men’s groups will be tasked to do this, and the role play will be presented to the community. Best role play gets a prize. 
Let’s reflect on this over the next 2 weeks and see if you can come up with a role play that you share with others as part of your commitment. If community meeting is not possible, videos o role plays can be done and shared.

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	Action plan guide
	Instruction: Count the ballots in the blue box and then the black box and share the results with the participants. Discuss findings and ask if the fathers will like to add to their action plans or fanalise it.
Then please have fathers finalise their action plans, discuss and document key steps to be put in place in the next 2 weeks. Tell them you will follow up in the next session. 

Instruction: Document action plans and bring them to the next session.

Reminders: Ask fathers if they have seen the reminders around the community? (Posters, footsteps at public latrines). Ask them what they think they are for? (A: Nudges in the community to remind people to wash their hands at key times). 

Instruction: Ask if anyone has any questions or issues that they would like to discuss before the session ends. Remind everyone again to follow up on their action points including the role play. Hand out the stickers, furthermore, they should not forget the KEY COVID-19 preventive measures and adhere to them. Then thank the fathers for their participation and wish everyone a great week and Happy Hand Washing! We will be meeting again IN 2 weeks on (day) and at (time). Hope to see you all then.
Closing Remark: “Remember you have magic in your hands and your magic hands set an example for your children so that they too can grow up to have magic in their hands!”

Session 2


INTRODUCTION/ICEBREAKER/Recap of last session:


�
Promoter: Do quick introductions again and welcome the fathers back to session. Ask can anyone tell me what we discussed during our last session?” (Get fathers to share what they recall from previous session). 





“What were the main messages of a Mum’s Magic Hands”? (Probe for 4 key occasions - before contact with food, after contact with faeces, after coughing/sneezing, before entering house/indoor - and other key times that fall under these occasions:


Before contact with food includes: Before eating, preparing food, before feeding children and before breastfeeding.


After contact with faeces includes: After using the toilet, after cleaning child faeces. 


After coughing/sneezing include after coughing/sneezing directly using hands, after using tissue or cloth. 


Before entering house include after touching any surfaces and before entering the house. 


What are the key COVID-19 preventive measures? 


Any reflections on everyone having magic hands?





Promoter: “Were there any other messages that you remember?” (Answers could include nurturing children; ensuring children develop good habits early in life; ensuring children have the best chance for success as they grow, COVID-19 related etc.).





Promoter: “Now let’s reflect on our action plans from last week/last session.  Is there anyone who would like to remind us what we planned to do to ensure the best hand washing environment in our homes as well as everyone keeping safe from COVID-19? (Probe for the action plan items that were recorded the previous week). 





Instruction: Ask fathers what actions they took at the household level to ensure they and their families were reminded of hand washing with soap at key times.  





Promoter: “What actions did you take in your home to be a “Magic dad” so that you, your children and other family members  remembered to wash hands with soap and water?”





Instruction: Answers could include: placing stickers near toilet, cooking and eating areas, setting up hand washing facilities at home, ensuring soap and water were available and accessible to all at all times, ensuring young children washed hands with soap, set good hand washing example in front of children, wearing mask, disinfecting surfaces regularly etc. 





Promoter: “Was anyone not able to follow through with any of the actions? Why? What are some of the challenges you faced in ensuring you and your family’s hands had magic in them? �

Role play competition


NB – Where there is high COVID-19 community transmission,  role plays can be conducted observing physical distancing and shared through recorded videos to choose the winner.�
Instruction: If fathers did not mention the  exercise in their action plans above, remind them. Ask them if they have made progress with the role play. Probe: Ask if they could do a rehearsal and decide on a day to do the role play competition with other men’s groups having similar sessions. 


Wrap the session up with renewed commitments from the fathers  and fix a date for the role play community event if there is no lock down.
